To All Bear Den Leaders and Webelos I Den Leaders — If Your Scouts
are going to be Webelos I and Webelos II Scouts in Summer 2010; This
Camp is for Your Scouts!

Dear Leader,

Welcome to Webelos Resident Camp at the Sand Hill Scout Reservation. Unlike
Cub Scout Adventure Camp where each Cub Scout participates with a parent,
Webelos Resident Camp is geared toward Webelos dens coming with two or
more adult leaders. Webelos is the first step towards Boy Scouting and the
implementation of the Patrol Method. During your stay at camp emphasis will be
placed on working together as a den. Each den will select morning and afternoon
activities to participate in as a den. Registration as a den is critical to your
Webelos success during your stay at Webelos Resident Camp.

Now that you and your Webelos den are signed up, get ready to enjoy an
amazing time at Sand Hill Scout Reservation. The staff and I have worked hard
to make sure that you and your dens have the experience of your life at Webelos
Resident Camp 2010.

Please take time to read through this guidebook. It spells out what you need to
do while planning for a great stay at camp and what you and your Webelos
Scouts can expect once you arrive at camp. Some forms need to be completed
and returned to the Camp Director before you come to camp. Make sure that
every leader or parent that will be attending camp has had the opportunity to
read this guidebook.

Each den has a choice to either stay in two-man tents with army cots, or camp in
their own tents. Scouts will get a chance to spend time in larger groups as well
as have some quality time with their friends in their den. Food will be provided at
the dining hall for most meals. Like Boy Scouts at summer camp, Webelos will
work together to share campsite duties.

Webelos dens will work on three activity pins in the morning, earning
advancement toward the Arrow of Light award. In the afternoon, dens will chose
from a list of fun activities including swimming, boating, shooting sports, and
other Webelos age appropriate activities.

This fee includes meals, deluxe lodging, a t-shirt, and a patch for all Webelos and adult leaders.
Fees also covers most program activities.

Refund Policy

Refunds can be given up to June 1st. After June 1st, camp fees are transferable, but
not refundable. Refunds after June will only be made in extenuating circumstances
such as illness or death; these will be approved on a case-by-case basis. Refunds will
be paid by check from the council service center. No refunds will be given at camp.



Leaders:

Every Webelo Scout must either be accompanied by their parent or be registered with
their Den and Den Leader at Webelos Camp.

If attending as a Den, adult leadership requirement are as follows:
1 — 4 Webelos requires 2 Leaders

5 — 9 Webelos requires 3 Leaders

10 — 14 Webelos requires 4 Leaders

15 — 19 Webelos requires 5 Leaders

If there are parents visiting, they must check in at the camp office, and there will be a
fee for meals. Visitors do not count towards the leadership requirement, cannot be in
camp after dusk or before dawn, and cannot participate in any activities.

Guest Meals:

Parents and additional leaders who come to visit during the week are welcome to join us
for meals in the dining hall. Meal tickets can be purchased in the trading post and the
meal charges are as follows:

Breakfast: $5
Lunch: $5
Dinner: $7

When to Pay Your Fees

Before June 1%, each den needs to submit a deposit of $25 per camper. Payment of
the balance of all standard camp fees should occur by June 1% to avoid additional fees.
Any program fees should be paid upon arrival at summer camp.

It is preferred that all fees, aside from Program fees, be paid in advance at the Council
Service Center prior to arriving at camp.

Camperships

A limited number of partial camperships are available for West Central Florida Council
Scouts with financial need. Camperships are defined as partial payment (up to /2
of the $80 or $40.00) for summer camp fees. It is the responsibility of the
boy and/or the unit to provide the balance of camper fees as well as any
required program fees. Applications requesting the full camper fee will not be
approved. A maximum of five (5) camperships will be awarded each week; no more
than 2 per unit. Unit leaders are encouraged to plan ahead and discuss fees,
fundraising opportunities, and/or financial need with parents well in advance of payment
deadlines. An application form may be found in the Appendix. Camperships must be
applied for by April 1%, Contact the Camp Director for more information.



Program and Advancement

General

The program at Sand Hill Scout Reservation is built around the Activity Pin and
Belt Loop programs. These are achievements best suited for a camp setting.
Each Webelos den will have the opportunity to work on three Activity Pins in the
afternoon while at camp. Program activities are based on the theme or Belt Loop
activities. In addition, there will be many opportunities and special events to
ensure a fun time is had by all.

Activity Pins

Activity Pins are offered during the afternoon activity session after lunch.
Webelos will work on the same Activity Pin at the same time each day. Each den
may choose a group of three (3) Activity Pins that their Webelos would like to
earn. An alternate Activity Pin group should be selected as well in case your first
choices are not all available. The following Activity Pins will be offered at
Webelos Resident Camp in 2010:

Program Sessions

The morning time will be open for Dens and Scouts to freely move between
activities. These will include open swim, bb gun shooting (sign up required upon
arrival), archery, whittling chip, fire building and string burning, knots, rain
gutter regatta, Leave No Trace training, crafts (tie dye, leather kits, basketry
*small fee for kits*) and other activities. Upon arrival, Dens and parents will
able to sign up for the BB gun range to ensure that everyone has the opportunity
to shoot with a minimal wait.

Cub Scouting’s Core Values

well-being of others.

» Courage: Being brave and doing what is right regardless of our fears, the
difficulties, or the consequences.

> Faith: Having inner strength and confidence based on our trust in God.

> Health and Fitness: Being personally committed to keeping our minds
and bodies clean and fit.

> Honesty: Telling the truth and being worthy of trust.

> Perseverance: Sticking with something and not giving up, even if it is
difficult.

> Positive Attitude: Being cheerful and setting our minds to look for and
find the best in all situations.

> Resourcefulness: Using human and other resources to their fullest.
> Respect: Showing regard for the worth of something or someone.

> Responsibility: Fulfilling our duty to God, country, other people, and
ourselves.

The camp program is based on these core values.



Camp Policies

Adult Leadership

All dens must meet the leadership requirements of a minimum of two leaders and an additional
leader for every 5 Scouts. A registered leader is required for every den attending. Other adults
attending may be parents.

Every den that attends must be under the supervision of its own adult leadership at all times.
According to the BSA Youth Protection Policy, two-deep leadership is required for all activities,
one leader who is at least 21 years of age and a second who is 18 years of age or older.

You are in charge of your den at all times and responsible for the discipline and organization of
your den. It is never the camp staff’s task to take over your role as leader of your unit.

Youth Protection Guidelines must be followed. This includes that no adult can stay in
a tent with any Scout unless it is his parent.

Camp Physicals

The BSA has adopted a new Annual Health & Medical Form. Part B of this form is completed by
a physician annually for all members (youth and adult) and will be required for any activity that
exceeds 72 consecutive hours, resident camps, or for strenuous and physically demanding
activities. In addition, there are new weight restrictions for activities where the Scouts & leaders
will be more than 30 minutes away from an area where they could be picked up by an
ambulance. The new form will be required for summer camp. There is no substitute to this
form.

Tobacco Products

In accordance to the national policy of the Boy Scouts of America, Adults are asked to use
discretion when using tobacco products and should avoid using them in the presence of campers.
Smoking is not permitted in camp buildings nor is the use of tobacco products by those under the
age of 18.

Controlled Substances

In accordance with the national policy of the Boy Scouts of America, alcohol and illegal drugs are
not permitted on camp property. Discovery of these items will result in immediate dismissal from
the property and/or criminal prosecution. All medications must be under lock and key.
Medications can be turned in to the camp health officer on Monday to be placed under lock or in
the campsite.

Firearms

Firearms and ammunition are available at the camp for use in the Shooting Sports area. Personal
bows, shotguns, and other firearms are not allowed on camp property.

Footwear

Except when at the pool or boating area, or when taking a shower, closed-toe shoes must be
worn in camp, no sandals or flip-flops.

Camp Policies (Continued)

Youth Protection

One-on-one contact between adults and youth members is not permitted. In situations that
require a personal conference, the meeting is to be conducted in view of others.

Adult leaders must respect the privacy of youth members in situations such as changing into
swimming suits or taking showers at camp and intrude only to the extent that health and safety
requires. Scout campers must extend the same courtesy.

When camping, no youth is permitted to sleep in the tent of an adult other than that
of his parent or guardian. Shower facilities at the pool house are available for troop leaders.
When female leaders are present in camp, signs are available to indicate the gender of the latrine
or shower occupant.

Visitors/Volunteers

All visitors/ Volunteers must check in at the camp office in the main parking lot upon arrival on
the property. Visitors will receive an ID badge that must be returned prior to leaving. All
volunteers must be approved by the camp director or his designee.

Vehicles

All vehicles must be parked in the camp parking lot near the Hagerty Shelter following Monday
unloading and prior to Wednesday loading. No vehicles are allowed in camp without the express
permission of the Camp Director. Approved vehicles will be given a pass that must be visible (on
the dash). No one is permitted to ride in the back of pick-up trucks or trailers.

Telephone and Mail

The camp emergency phone number is (352) 596-7335 and is to be used only for camp business
or emergencies. Parents and others should remember that due to the camp size and individual
schedules, it is not possible to locate campers or leaders at a moment's notice. Mail is delivered
daily (excluding Sunday) to Sand Hill and should be addressed with the Scout's name and
address.

Uniforming

In an effort to instill a sense of pride in his uniform, each Scout should arrive at camp in a Boy
Scout uniform. Everyone should properly wear the complete Boy Scout uniform (Class A) to
Sunday check-in, dinner meals, and campfires.
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
